MSP – School Bus Inspection: 
As of October 4, 2010, Sgt. Sharron VanCampen has transferred to the Jackson Post.  Inspector Randy Coplin will be supervising the School Bus Inspection Unit and field any calls or inquires.   

Update on Michigan State Police, Traffic Safety Division, School Bus Inspection Unit: 
Beginning October 18th, the MI State Police School Bus Inspectors will be pulled from school bus inspections for departmental cross training.  The department will keep 5 inspectors at the following District Headquarters – Lansing, Northville, Saginaw, Grand Rapids and Traverse City (Williamsburg). 
PA 187 remains the law.
Based on the Legislative Committee discussion and the recommendation of Don – School District that are out of compliance with the section 257.1839 Inspections  are being advised to send a letter to MSP.   Same as the recommendation and letter from 2009. Sample will be on the MAPT website later this week in the Legislative Update’ 
Licensing of Fleet Service and Repair Facilities  
It is the goal of MAPT to provide our membership with accurate information and clear direction. MAPT does not take a position on issues such as this one; we serve as a communicator of the interpretations and determinations to our membership.  Since March 2010, the Association has been seeking written response from the Michigan Sec of State in regards to their official interpretation of the Michigan Licensing of Repair and Service Facilities.  (Act 300 of 1974)
   
Each and Every School District that make the decision to enter into the practice of providing or of receiving  Fleet Service and Repair with another School District must make the decision with the following considerations
1. 
A contract between districts with in-depth responsibilities, requirement for garage license and mechanic 

certifications,  procedures and financial arrangements.  

2. 
Insurance Coverage-   designed to include the agreed upon services provided and received.
3. 
Fees charged for services or repairs – making a “Profit” may jeopardize school districts tax exempt 


status and your 
Governmental Immunity.  Know definition of “Profit”. 
Licensed Fleet Service and Repair Facility - To be or not to be that is the questions-  
Methodology:

Department of State:

(  No license required for a School District providing a School District providing repairs for another District-  if fleet is within the same ISD. 
(  Mechanics within the same ISD DO NOT need to have certification for repairs

(  School Districts providing Fleet Repairs to school districts outside of ISD MUST be licensed and mechanics need certification MVSRA Act 300 applies.

Legal Council Opinion:
· School District Garage operations, providing vehicle repair to another district and charging a fee for such services must be licensed.

· Mechanics in School District Garage operations, providing Vehicle Repair services to another school district must be certified. 

· Motor Vehicle Service & Repair Act 300 of 1974 Applies .
